PINEWOOD DERBY RULES

GRAND PRIX

· A Cub Scout and parent (if no parent, other help is O.K.) project. This does not mean the boy or parent does all the work.

· These rules should be followed by packs if they intend to participate in the District race.

BUILDING CAR:

1. Use only NEW BSA Pinewood Derby kits. Car used in previous years are not eligible.

2. Use ONLY parts in the kit. For appearance ONLY, extra parts such as steering wheel, windshield, driver, decals, etc. may be used.

3. Width – widest points not over 3 inches.

4. Length – longest points not over 7 inches.

5. Height – any height, but car is not to resemble “flat” block of wood on wheels.

6. Shape car in any design. Do not change depth or position of axle slots.

7. Weight – total car not over 5 ounces. Weight must be securely built into or on body.

8. Wheels – to reduce vibration and friction, wheels may be sanded to remove spots; however, thickness of wheel and diameter of wheel cannot be reduced. Wheel surface must be smooth – no ridges. No washers or bearing can be used on wheels. Wheels may be lubricated. Graphite prior to race, not at the race.

9. Nails – to reduce friction, nails may be filed down to remove rough edges.

10. Inspection – inspection committee to check cars before race. Once a car has passed inspection, it cannot be altered and cannot be disqualified during the race. (In other words, get inspectors who know what they are doing).

11. After races have begun, cars cannot be altered by anyone. If they are altered (including adding more graphite), the car is disqualified. Only exception is for repair of car damaged during the race that will not properly run due to that damage.

12. After race has begun, cars cannot be handled by parent.

13. Follow building hints furnished in the car kit. Do not adjust wheel height or add anything to bottom of car. This will allow the car to ride above track guide.

14. If kit comes without all parts, return to store and get only official replacement parts, no substitutions.

15. Winners of speed in 1st through 6th place will be eligible to compete in the District Race.

16. Participants (BOYS) must be present to race their own car. No substitute drivers.

17. All judges decisions are final.
